Jewel Women’s Center
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  St. Andrew’s has supported Jewel several times in the past.  For anyone not familiar with Jewel, this ministry is a 501-c(3), non-profit located in Schuylkill Haven.  Jewel is a Christian, life-affirming pregnancy center, which is now medical.  This means Jewel can do free ultrasounds for clients desiring one.  Jewel does not perform, nor do they refer for abortion.  
  Since Jewel went medical, there have been185 babies born to women in Schuylkill County that would have been aborted!  Each client receives private, confidential options counseling, the opportunity for a free ultra sound, free STI testing, as well as hearing about the love of Jesus.
  Jewel also offers parenting classes for those who choose life.  By participating in these classes, Moms and/or Dads receive baby clothing, diapers, wipes and other items essential for caring for infants and toddlers.
  We will have 3 opportunities to support Jewel during June:
1. Baby Bottles available for you to take home, fill with loose change, currency or checks.  Bottles need to be returned by June 29, the last Sunday in June.
